Annual Report 2011
A discussion of this year’s Annual Report focussed on the following points:
· the continued wish to come to an agreement with the Department of Health as to the future management of the Meadow and Orchard, in accordance with FoWM objectives 2 & 3 to ’enhance the Meadow as a wild meadow’ and to ‘maintain the Orchard as a distinct cultivated area’;
· the slowness of response from the Department of Health to agree any form of management plan, following a meeting with DH representatives in December 2010 and the submission in February 2011 by FoWM of a detailed proposal for joint management;

· the desirability of proceeding with basic clearance work with or without specific agreement from the landowner.
Annual Accounts

Graeme Salmon presented the FoWM accounts for the year to 28th February 2011.  These indicated an excess of income over expenses of £ 1,611.34 for the year.  Accounts had been approved by the Honorary Auditor, Alison Williams.
Steering Group 

All the current members of the Steering Group (Heather Armitage, Sietske Boeles, Andrew Carter, Anne Copley, Paul Deluce, Chris Dunabin, Graeme Salmon, , David Sutton and Andrew Wilkinson) were happy to continue.
